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THE PHENOMENON OF THE EVERY DAY LIFE IN THE CULTURE OF POSTMODERN SOCIETIES

The article is devoted to study the theoretic foundations of the contemporary conceptions of everyday life as of the
transcultural phenomenon of human coexistence. The theoretical foundations of the new conceptions of postmodern
transformations in everyday life by European, American and Ukrainian scholars that stimulate development of innovative
studies of the present state of the everyday cultural practices have been characterized by the author. Paid attention upon the
importance taking into account the real risks and dangers of the growing technological and information influence to the
traditional cultural norms of everyday interactions and communications by social actors in postmodern societies. Proved that
the main consequence of such influence is the qualitative change of the space of everyday life. Substantiated the practical
significance of the special investigations that are oriented to the study of the spatial and temporal parameters of the everyday
public sphere in the aspects of identification and analysis of especially those trajectories of transformation of everyday life,
which significantly destroy the sustainable cultural practices of maintaining the values of peaceful human coexistence.

The purpose of the article is to study the theoretic foundations of the contemporary conceptions of everyday life
as the transcultural phenomenon of human coexistence. This phenomenon should be investigated in order to find
optimal ways to adapt individual and collective social actors to the new forms of everyday life and to prevent their
negative consequences in postmodern societies.

The methodology of the research is based on the use the methods of analysis and synthesis. The comparative method
was also used by the author in order to classify the basic conceptual ideas of the sociological and cultural studies by M.
Maffesoli, M. de Certo, A. Greenfield, R. Florida, and Ukrainian scholars who have been tried to substantiate the need of
organization the specialized researches of the contemporary postmodern transformations of everyday life.

The scientific novelty of the article is determined by the new conceptual argumentation, which reflect the basic
trends of the postmodern radical transformations of everyday life. These trends include the new factors of social risk
and repressive social control under conditions of the digital «postreality» and information dependency that determinate
the situations of social drama, social tensions, and protest activity of the different individual and collective actors.

Practical significance. The results of the research can be use in the innovative global and regional studies of the
conceptual foundations of the specialized social programs, projects, technologies of humanization of contemporary
everyday life in postmodern societies.

SCRIPTURE AND ITS RECEPTION HISTORY IN THE CONTEXT OF ANCIENT NEAR EASTERN
LITERARY TRADITION

The biblical narrative is analysed in the context of the literary tradition of the ancient Near East. The role of the
search for similarities between cosmogonic myths and the ideas of the author of the Book of Genesis for modern
translations is revealed (for example, Genesis 1: 1-2). Given biblical criticism, such translations provide a clearer
picture of the evolution of interpretations of the text within the biblical tradition. This allows readers to further
understand where the original text is in the Bible and where its Reception History is.

The ways of creative processing and reception by biblical authors of material borrowed from the literary
tradition of the ancient Near East are traced. On the example of individual biblical texts, it is proved that historical
reception is characteristic of their authors, and biblical criticism and Reception History not only do not contradict each
other but should also be considered as integral methodological principles of the unified exegetical space of the Bible;
opposing Reception Historical to biblical criticism is considered methodologically impractical.

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SCRIPTURE AND ITS RECEPTION HISTORY IN THE CONTEXT OF ANCIENT NEAR EASTERN

The immediacy of the problem is since biblical scholars often artificially and tendentiously separate textual criticism
and what is related to Reception History. It is believed that the latter methodological approach can be used after the
consolidation of the biblical canon and reveal exegesis exclusively in the further historical and cultural existence of the
already officially enshrined text. But, there are good reasons to believe that Reception History is inherent in the biblical text at
all stages of its existence before canonical fixation.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that for the first time the Reception History of a biblical text is
analysed within the biblical tradition itself. It reveals not only the evolution within the biblical exegesis, but also the
interpretation of the text by its authors at the stage of its borrowing from the ancient Near Eastern literary tradition.

The article reveals an authentic understanding of Genesis 1: 1-2. If Genesis 1: 1-2 is read as subordinate to time (it is
precisely this construction of the first words that we find in all cosmogonic myths of the Middle East), then the next verse
(Genesis 1: 2) describes the picture of the world at the time of the beginning of creation. God in Genesis 1: 1 creates the world
out of chaos. For the first time, the dogma about the creation of the world out of nothing sounds not in the Hebrew Bible, but
only in 2 Maccabees, which was written in Greek by a person who not only knew Greek, but also well assimilated Greek
culture. Consequently, we find an example of Reception History in the Bible itself, and not just outside it, in Christian
theology. At the same time, in the New Testament, as well as in some of its modern translations, we observe the process of the
text entering a new cultural reality as Reception History. The Apostle Paul in 1 Cor 9: 9 interprets Deut 25: 4, and this new
interpretation is reinforced in the canon. Similarly, Deut 25: 4 entered the Torah, when the author turns the Sumerian advice of
a farmer into an ethical norm, thereby demonstrating Reception History at the stage of borrowing text from a neighboring
culture.

Conclusions. The Reception History of the biblical text exists firstly, before its fixation in the canon; secondly, from
the very beginning, when the author first used it. In this sense, we consider it methodologically inexpedient to oppose
Reception History to biblical criticism.
