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We conclude that the alienation has now acquired the character of cultural schizophrenia (individual interior
escape of trauma subject from his own freedom) — transgression as the removal of interactive and interpassive desires of
the unconscious, which now are out from any taboo, and voluntary transfer them into the new symbolic realm,
connectes with the digital nerwork control (perversion of Great Other). Transgression becomes a contemporary form of
oppression.

The result of the transgression is a symbolization of labor, which takes light digital forms, mixes job with leisure in
freelance work at distance and becomes a round-the-clock virtual «slavery» of the atomic and very local individual tied to
the place of registration and to the computer screen. The dynamics of information and capital requires the statics of
symbolic identities. The global control of the Perverse Great Other of machine is hidden under the imaginary emptiness of
the virtual simulation. The deontologization of the postmodern is critically rethought by us in the framework of
psychoanalysis of the Real as fool emptiness. The author's interpretation of alienation is based on placing a subject in the
register of the Real and Reality as a result of losing Real in empiric trauma experience.

Alienation is understood by us as a trauma from the encounter with our own subjectivity and a barrier from the Real
through the symbolic screen (banner, display). The basis of alienation is the oppression expressed in the techniques of open
suture of new cyber forms of censorship: hypertrophy of reality as an image, forced information transparency,
aestheticization of the catastrophe, performanceism. The most effective mechanism for overcoming this non-structural
oppression seems to us to be in the semantic field of critical thinking of the new modernism. Critical theory is concepted in
Lacan and Post-Lacan psychoanalysis and brightly represented by psychoanalytic auteur («hard») cinema, which performs
the function of emancipation of the traumatic and sutured subject from the repressive structure of rhizome.

The question is what steps need to be taken to avoid or at least understand the controversial issues and ethical
issues facing the above-mentioned philosophical concepts. As history shows, we often fail to predict the socio-
economic system of the near future, so it is difficult to talk about the cultural, ethical and philosophical metamorphoses
of the coming days. Of course, the latest technologies will have a greater impact on our understanding of fundamental
concepts — life-death, man-god, etc., the symbiosis of technology and biology is already happening and we are unlikely
to be able to stop it.

Novelty and the practical significance. The article reveals the similarities and differences between the three types
of humanism. The definition and qualitative assessment of each of them is given, taking into account modern socio-cultural
trends, which will help future researchers to predict the vector of development of humanistic ideas.
