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The purpose of the article is to highlight the processes of the Ukrainian museology development in the conditions of
coexistence of multidirectional trends of unification of socio-cultural life, museum forms and activities, on the one hand, and
articulating the content of national heritage, regional history, and culture by museum means, on the other hand.

The scientific novelty of the study concerns the comprehensive analysis of the processes of globalization and
localization, which, in their interpenetration and combination, determine the development of the modern museum
world, in general, and Ukrainian museology, in particular.

Research methodology. In the article, glocalization in the development of museum activity in Ukraine in the first
decades of the 21st century is considered based on functional, comparative, and comprehensive approaches, a set of
general scientific and special methods.

Conclusions. Globalization has a dual impact on the development of museum work in Ukraine. On the one hand,
it contributes to the homogenization and hybridization of museum activities, cultural exchange, and enrichment, and on
the other hand, it gives rise to localization processes based on the preservation, presentation, and popularization of the
unique national cultural heritage. Digital transformations have opened up great opportunities for the integration of
Ukrainian museums into the international information space. Diversification of institutional models of museum
institutions (interactive museums, museum-type institutions, private museums, economic museums, narrowly profiled,
specialized local museums) and types of museum activity allows Ukraine to implement the best foreign practices of
cooperation with the audience and, at the same time, implement the policy of preserving and updating national and
regional heritage. Globalization processes have stimulated a more active inclusion of museums in the tourism industry,
deepening international museum cooperation. By expanding the scope of its activity, museums unite with local
communities, contributing to the formation of national and local identities. All this testifies to the strengthening of
glocalization processes in the development of Ukrainian museum management.

Prospects for further research. The issues of the formation and development of new types of domestic museums, the
transformation of the mission of regional museums in the postmodern era, and the ways and forms of interaction between
museum institutions and local communities to form respect for cultural heritage among Ukrainians require more extensive study.

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THE OVERTOURISM MANIFESTATIONS AND MUSEUMS : IDENTIFYING THREATS AND
PREVENTING THEM

Information from various types and origins sources were studied as part of the study of the stated topic. Most of them
consist of a complex of studies with various territorial frameworks from peer-reviewed publications. A verified body of
information on the threats posed by excessive tourism to museums and some other cultural institutions was compiled as a
result. Some attempts by museums to regulate and/or avoid the manifestations of overtourism were also described and
characterised. It was found museums are negatively affected by various manifestations of overtourism. At the same time, it
was determined that, compared to other cultural institutions and tourist objects, the level of these impacts was somewhat
lower. But the reason for this is the cooperation of museums with state authorities at the municipal and central levels.

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The purpose of the article is to research the coexistence of various phenomena of overtourism and museum institutions. In
order to achieve this goal, two tasks can be distinguished from it: 1) to determine which phenomena of overtourism threaten
museums and their activities; 2) to establish how museums can address these threats through active or passive actions.

Research methods. To obtain objective scientific data, a complex of necessary scientific research methods was
used. The method of inductive generalisation allowed us to identify common features and signs from the disparate
(chronolagically, territorially, typologically) facts of anti-tourist protests. Cases of collision between Ukrainian cultural
institutions were studied using general scientific methods of analysis and abstraction: each incident was divided into
several components (place and conditions of the conflict, its intensity, accusations and responses to them). Further, the
necessary information was extracted by abstraction, including the reaction of cultural institutions to the manifestations
of excessive tourism. To study the facts of museums' prevention of overtourism, the author used the method of
synthesis. This allowed us to identify the state's assistance to museums.
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Results. It was found that the manifestations of excessive tourism have not only economic but also socio-cultural
reasons. This makes it possible to consider museums as one of the places where the interests of the local community are
represented, its contact with the conditional ‘outside world’ and a ‘fuse’ against the manifestations of overtourism. It has
not been possible to establish whether museums can fulfil this role on their own — without the help of the state.

The scientific novelty is that it has been shown that museums have the potential to occupy a special place and
play a prominent role in attempts to overcome the manifestations of overtourism. It also further develops the argument
that it is not always appropriate to copy ‘market’ management methods in the cultural sector.

Practical significance. The results of the article can be used to demonstrate the feasibility of amending local and
central legislation in an effort to eliminate the existing problems of coexistence between tourists and local communities.
