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interactive technologies. Artistic directors and conductors use in a variety of experiments with voices, repertoire, visuals, and
other means to influence with the audience.

The main purpose of the research is to study new forms of interaction of professional choir with the audience,
to analyze the practical results of already implemented projects and to develop the concept of a new type of
communication with listeners and viewers on the example of projects of Chamber Choir of Bortniansky.

Methodology. Investigating this subject, we used empirical research methods, observing the process of preparation
and implementation of the project, as well as analyzed its results by communicating with direct contractors and recipients.
It was important to identify all of the components and examine their direct impact on the audience.

Practical results and their significance. Suchwise, we identified new trends in professional choral performance,
expanded our understanding of the capabilities of choral singers, and identified the need to further develop the synthesis of
various fields of art, such as the combination of contemporary light and visual components, the use of theatre elements and
performance. By developing and creating such projects, D. Bortniansky Chamber Choir, under the leadership of Ivan Bogdanov
has created a new high-level artistic product.
