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Novelty. An attempt is made in this paper to show the peculiarities of the performance of modern Chinese
singers, who accessed to the chamber and vocal pieces of European composers, as a separate area of interpretive
activity which for today hasn’t become a special research, even in Chinese musicology.

The practical significance. The studying of the interpretations by Chinese soloists of chamber and vocal works
of European composers allows to better understand the principles of functioning of a musical work in a globalized space
and to identify stable and mobile, nationally conditioned elements of musical interpretation.

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AESTHETIC EVALUATION OF THE ACOUSTIC PROPERTIES OF CONCERT HALLS

This article is devoted to the method of aesthetic evaluation of the acoustics of concert halls based on the properties of
the perception of musical material by the human hearing system. For this purpose, a set of important evaluation criteria is
defined: such as space, width, timbre, intelligibility, etc. Subjective evaluation criteria are closely interrelated and correlated
with the objective acoustic parameters of concert halls. Concert halls were selected and brief information was provided to
accomplish these tasks. For the aesthetic evaluation of the music pieces performed by the symphony orchestra. The
assessment of sound in selected halls was conducted by soundengineers, composers, conductors, musicians, music critics and
regular concert-goers and performances. The results of the survey were systematized and a comparative characteristic of the
sound of the selected work was given in three selected concert halls.

Research methodology is determined by methods: analytical — in the study of scientific literature; theoretical — to
define specific terminology, describe the phenomena that occur during the research, the parameters by which subjective
assessment; empirical — when listening to orchestras in concert halls with subsequent expert evaluation of the results;
comparative — in the process of comparing research results; methods of analysis and synthesis — to process research results,
and interviewing methods — to obtain information from musicians and active listeners.

The result of the research. Of the article is to offer one of the methods of aesthetic evaluation of acoustic
properties of concert halls, which is based on the subjective perception of the sound of musical material.

Analyzing the results of the evaluation, we can say that the sound of the orchestras in the study halls is
significantly different. Each concert hall has its own individual and unique acoustics. Therefore, this should be taken
into account when choosing a repertoire of concert groups and planning concerts. The application of the method of
aesthetic evaluation, which is based on the subjective perception of the sound of musical material gives a positive result,
so its application can be recommended for research.

Scientific Novelty — is an attempt to propose a method of aesthetic evaluation of the acoustic properties of concert
halls through the sound of orchestral music with the scientific study of subjective perception of musical material.

The practical significance. The application of the method of aesthetic evaluation, which is based on the subjective
perception of the sound of musical material gives a positive result, so its application can be recommended for research.

For perspective in further researches it is possible to recommend use of this technique for an aesthetic estimation
of acoustic qualities of design concert halls by means of creation of model of a spatial sound image.
