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Conclusions. The research can become the basis for the development of the museum's long-term development
strategy. The National Center of Folk Culture «Museum of Ivan Honchar, being in the conditions of hybrid threats, continues
to work and conduct active scientific and research work by the forces of a relatively small staff of scientists in the areas of:
search, replenishment and completion of funds; accounting for new receipts; organization and conduct of folklore and
ethnographic expeditions; creation of thematic exhibition plans; organization, holding or participation in scientific conferences
of various levels; preparation and publication of the results of scientific research, organization and holding of seminars-
workshops, round tables, trainings, lectures, etc. The museum is a practice base for students of cultural and artistic
universities, including the National Academy of Culture and Arts Management. Museum employees are actively involved in
expert activities, are members of public councils at state institutions. At the same time, such aspects of scientific and research
work need to be intensified, such as: expanding the subject of exposition plans, intensifying participation in the development
and implementation of cultural programs and projects, developing and conducting lecture work, writing event scenarios;
participation in scientific events of the international and republican levels.

The Russian-Ukrainian war radically demonstrates that the basic modern relationship between media and visual
practices in the conditions of late modernity does not lead to rational visualization, but rather to the visibilization — a
special way of seeing that shapes the fullness of corporeal experience in a new way and fits into its fullness. Due to
determination of cultural studies by critical historicism, this insight is insufficient in itself, but requires a
methodological and historical revision of the interdependence of the way of seeing, war and media. «Spatial opticsy, as
a generalization of methodological shifts in late modern humanities, is a variant of such a revision with an emphasis on
the practical production of presence — the connection of bodily abilities and materialities that form, strengthen and
replace them — in the organization of relation with the world.

The aim of research is discovering the historical dynamics of mediatization in the formation of modern
visualized order and its late-modern transformation into visibilized way of presence.

The methodology of research is «spatial optics» of cultural studies that put visual practices and media in a wider
context of space, as a historically changing way of practicing: the unity of the corporeality and its materialization and
conceptualization, interdependence of meaning and presence.

Conclusions. Regarding the formation of the modern order, spatial optics demonstrate the determining influence
of the non-discursive dimension — the interdependence of the techniques of war, the media, and the visual sensuous
dominant — in the formation of effective discursive knowledge, technology.

At the same time, such optics allow us to grasp the late-modern change in the technological organization of the
with-world-relation, which is the overcoming of modern tendencies to visualize — the rationalized organization of
opaque reality according to visual models, and is the formation of a new visual way of presence — mediatized
visibilization. Russian-Ukrainian war demonstrates this tendency in both martial and civil dimensions: in the mass
usage of remoted-pilot aircrafts on the battlefield, and unseen before representation of the latter for the civilians by the
mass-media.

Novelty consists of defining the basic features of specific late-modern visual practice in the production of
corporeal presence.

Practical significance. Article demonstrates the need in and possibilities of «spatial optics» in cultural studies
and interdisciplinary humanities in general.
